Paper flow and backlog 2015
By the end of October last year, we had received 50 papers (totalling 61 at the end of the year). This year, we have today (27th October) just received our 75th paper, with a full two months to go until the end of the year. So this represents a very significant increase in paper flow. We also have a healthy backlog of 9 papers which have either been published online or are in production, and another 7 are out for revision or under editorial review following revision. 
Plans for Volume 36, 2016
36(1) will accommodate the independent papers which have already been published online.
36(2) will be a special issue on Digital Play and Technologies in the Early Years, guest edited by our Editorial Board member Christine Stephen, University of Stirling. 13 abstracts were submitted following the Call for Papers. 10 authors have been invited to submit full papers, and 3 abstracts were rejected. 
36(3) will comprise independently submitted papers.

36(4) will be a special issue of invited papers, focusing exclusively on contributions from the USA. We approached our Editorial Board member, Dinah Volk, University of Ohio, about this, and she has agreed to act as coordinating editor. Dinah has been in contact with potential authors and now has confirmation from 7 colleagues. 
Book reviews

Following a request by the editors and the reviews editor, it was agreed at the September TACTYC executive meeting not to continue with book reviews in the journal as from the beginning of 2016. This means that Jan Georgeson will be stepping down from her role as reviews editor. Jan has held this position since September 2011, and we would like to thank her most warmly for all the work she has put into this. At the same time, the journal could now well use the additional space for the increasing number of submissions; the executive is therefore discussing ways of managing and posting book reviews on the TACTYC website. We are very glad that Jan has agreed to continue as assistant editor – a job which, along with our increasing submissions, has also increased considerably in workload.
Looking ahead to 2017

We are currently negotiating with Helen May, University of Otago, New Zealand, on the possibility of a special issue on Historical-international perspectives on ECEC. Helen plans to approach Larry Prochner and Kristen Nawrotski as potential guest co-editors. We will inform TACTYC of the outcome in our next Editors’ Report!
